Old Testament Scripture Reading—2 Kings 6:11-17

And the mind of the king of Syria was greatly troubled because of this thing,
and he called his servants and said to them, “Will you not show me who of us
is for the king of Israel?” And one of his servants said, “None, my lord, O king;
but Elisha, the prophet who is in Israel, tells the king of Israel the words that
you speak in your bedroom.” And he said, “Go and see where he is, that I may
send and seize him.” It was told him, “Behold, he is in Dothan.” So he sent
there horses and chariots and a great army, and they came by night and
surrounded the city. When the servant of the man of God rose eatly in the
morning and went out, behold, an army with horses and chariots was all around
the city. And the servant said, “Alas, my master! What shall we do?” He said,

Assurance of Grace—Romans 8:31-39

What then shall we say to these things? If God is for us, who can be against us?
He who did not spare his own Son but gave him up for us all, how will he not
also with him graciously give us all things? Who shall bring any charge against
God’s elect? It is God who justifies. Who is to condemn? Christ Jesus is the one
who died—more than that, who was raised—who is at the right hand of God,
who indeed is interceding for us. Who shall separate us from the love of Christ?
Shall tribulation, or distress, or persecution, or famine, or nakedness, or danger,
or sword? As it is written, “For your sake we are being killed all the day long; we
are regarded as sheep to be slaughtered.” No, in all these things we are more
than conquerors through him who loved us. For I am sure that neither death
nor life, nor angels nor rulers, nor things present nor things to come, nor
powers, nor height nor depth, nor anything else in all creation, will be able to
separate us from the love of God in Christ Jesus our Lord.

The Nicene Creed

We believe in one God, the Father Almighty, Maker of heaven and earth,
of all things visible and invisible. And in one Lord Jesus Christ, the only-
begotten Son of God, begotten of His Father before all worlds, God of
God, Light of Light, very God of very God, begotten, not made, being of
