Their tribes live in the mountainous area, and they distinguish themselves from other tribes
based on their Shikaki dialect. They are mostly all Muslims, and they depend on the Islamic religion for social justice. They
live rural lives as farmers, raising livestock and growing cotton, sugar, beets, and tobacco. Pray for the Shikaki people. Pray that
they will be open and receptive to receive the message of the gospel. Pray that the wonders of creation will turn their hearts
towards their Creator. The complete Bible is available in their language, so please pray that the Word of God will find its way
into many Shikaki homes and pray that the message of the gospel will transform their lives.

Friday — Our Local Ministry Partners: Pray for the Queen City Pregnancy Resource Center, an organization dedicated to
women facing unplanned pregnancies that partners with the local church to serve her family, save her child, and share the
gospel. Pray for women who are facing unplanned pregnancies. Praise the Lord for the 1,500 families who were served through
QC PRC! Pray for the staff as they continue to provide care — not just through practical, medical help, but also as they provide
a Christian worldview, prayer, and biblical encouragement.
